Re: Student Organization Registration 2009-2010 
 
Greetings from the Center for Student Activities and Involvement! Registration for the 2009-2010 academic year 
will be open from April 27, 2009-September 15, 2009, during which time groups will remain active.  All Student 
Organizations must register to gain access to all privileges of being a registered student organization.     
 
The timeline for the 2009-2010 is as follows: 

�x Registration for the 2009-2010 academic year will open on April 27, 2009.  Forms will be available online 
and in the Center for Student Activities and Involvement, room 300, Reitz Union. 

�x From April 27-September 15, 2009, groups will NOT be deactivated: they will remain active and be able to 
reserve rooms, complete permits, host on campus events, etc. 

�x Organizations that have not completed the registration process by September 15, 2009 will be deactivated and 
will lose access to University benefits and forfeit existing room reservations and event permits.  

�x Organizations that are deactivated on September 15 will have an opportunity to register during the Spring 
Registration Cycle January 1-January 15.    

�x Student Organizations on the 2009-2010 Student Government Budget Cycle must be registered by July 15, 
2009 in order to access their funds in the new fiscal year. 

 
To be officially registered at the University of Florida, the organization must have: 

i. an approved constitution on file ( all organizations who registered in 2008-2009 have already have 
approved constitutions on file) 

ii.  attend the mandatory training session for the type of registered student organization ( details to follow) 
iii.  at least ten members including a president and treasurer, and a faculty advisor  
iv. turn in the proper registration form 
v. complete the online registration portion  

 
In order to better meet the unique needs of our over 830 student organizations we have clarified the types of 
Registered Student Organizations (RSO).  The classifications are listed below, however if you are looking for 
further descriptions please see our Student Organization Handbook

�x RSO-General, most organizations fall into this category, support a diverse number of missions 
�x RSO-Sport Clubs Council, recognized by the Sport Clubs Program Coordinator, Dept. Recreational 

Sports 
�x RSO-Sponsored, recognized as a direct arm to fulfill the mission of a department or college 
�x RSO-Social Sorority/Fraternity, recognized by Sorority and Fraternity Affairs
